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1. GENERAL

2. SAFETY EQUIPMENT
a. Boats to be used in competitions held under the auspices of the Association shall have the following safety equipment on board:
i. A kill switch
ii. An approved life jacket for each person on board
iii. A bucket or suitable container with a capacity of not less than 2l for bailing purposes
iv. 20 meters ski rope with an anchor attached
v. A fire extinguisher
vi. An alternative means of propulsion
b. Safety rules as prescribed by the organizers or the safety officer shall be adhered to at all times
c. Any boat will be made available for inspection, by the organizers or safety officer
d. Non-compliance to the above mentioned can lead to disqualification

3. SAFETY OFFICER
a. Safety Officer will be selected annually.
b. Safety Officer will be responsible for boat registrations at National Championships. (Form Annexure f)
c. Safety Officer will be responsible to arrange inspections prior to any tournament or trials
d. Any irregularities must immediately be reported to the SAALAA executive committee. 
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
