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NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP RULES

1. CHAMPIONSHIP RULES

The Association’s Inter-provincial and National Championships will be held in accordance with the Championship rules and point allocation system as described by the Province that hosts the Championship, providing that the rules comply with the requirements of the Association.

2. GENERAL:

The following rules apply:
a. Fish will only be weighed/measured if the Member Association’s fees are fully paid.
b. No angling will be allowed at least 2 weeks before a competition, International Tournament.
c. No member of a team may start angling before his team is set off.
d. Only two(for the A-team and One for the rest) petrol driven powerboats with engines exceeding 5hp or 3.75kw per team may be used during competitions providing that one or both can be substituted by non-powerboats.
e. Only two anglers per boat will be allowed.
f. An entered team cannot change during the competition. 
g. If a team member cannot compete in the competition on that day because of a valid reason the reserve may substitute him. 
h. If an angler has already fished in the competition on a specific day the reserve may not substitute him on that day but only on the next day.
i. Thereafter the reserve may not be substituted. 
j. The organizers must be informed of the change before the day’s competition starts.
k. As and when Weigh-In of Fish: All fish must be brought to the scale in an approved weigh bag or bucket. 
l. As and when measuring of fish: All fish must be measured on the boat/station on a SAALAA approved measuring mat
m. No stringers or landing nets will be allowed. 
n. All boats has to be in his starting position at the end of the fishing session, any late comers for weigh-in will be disqualified.
o. A Team may in the event of problems with the boat, ask another Province to take one angler and the fish/measuring sheet to the weigh-in station, or contact the Records Officer.
p. No persons will be permitted in the Weigh-in/recording ring other than the Weigh-in/recording Officer, the Records Officer, the person recording the points and the Angler.
q. In the case of a Junior only the Marshall will be allowed to accompany the Junior and verify the catch.
r. The Records Officers decision will be final.
s. A Teams must be entered first before any other team is allowed to be entered. 
t. Entering of teams will be allowed as follows per Provincial member:
i. 1 A Team
ii. 4 B Teams
iii. 2 Manager Teams
iv. 4 Junior Teams
v. 2 Senior development Teams
vi. 2 Junior Development Teams
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3. TEAMS:

a. A-TEAM

i. A team will consist of 4 members and the points of the 4 members together will be the team’s result for that competition.
ii. Only four fish of a species per team will be considered for competition purposes.
iii. If less than 4 anglers in a team compete in a competition, they may weigh in 4 fish of a specie, the total points of those anglers will be the total points for that team.
iv. Each boat must catch its own 2 fish per specie 

b. B- TEAMS, JUNIOR TEAMS AND MANAGER TEAMS.

i. A team will consist of 2 members and the points of the 2 members together will be the team’s result for that competition.
ii. Only two fish of a species per team will be considered for competition purposes. 
iii. If less than 2 anglers in a team compete in a competition, they may weigh in 2 fish of a specie, the total points of those anglers will be the total points for that team.

4. JUNIOR TEAMS – SKIPPERS & MARSHALS

a. Only Juniors with Skippers license’s will be allowed to skip their own boat
b. Skippers during Tournaments:
i. Skippers to be announced by angler before tournament
ii. Skipper not allowed to catch fish, touch fish, hold rods.
iii. Family members may skip junior members during tournaments
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
