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1. APPLICATIONS FOR RECORD CATCHES IN ORGANIZED COMPETITIONS

a. Applications for Record Catches has to be done with the Records Officer of SAALAA.

b. No application for a record catch will be considered unless accompanied by :
i. The Records Application Form (RAF – Annexure A3) signed by the Club and Provincial Records officers.
ii. At least one meter of line that was used for the catch, and if possible a photo of the reel stating the type and thickness.
iii. Three photos that shows the whole length of the fish.
iv. Where fly-fishing tackle was used the tippet should accompany the application.

2. APPLICATIONS FOR RECORD CATCHES OUTSIDE COMPETITIONS
a. Applications for Record Catches has to be done with the Records Officer of SAALAA.
b. No application for a record catch will be considered unless accompanied by :
i. The application form must be fully completed and signed by the weigh-in official or a Commissioner of Oaths.
ii. Witnesses to the catch are not an absolute prerequisite but it is preferable that two witnesses confirm the information.
iii. The fish may only be weighed on an assized scale, the owner of the scale will fill in his detail on the form and the Records Officer will certify it as such.
iv. Take a Photo of the Fish on the scale showing the weight, the fish and the display must be visible.
v. At least one meter of line that was used for the catch, and if possible a photo of the reel stating the type and thickness.
vi. Three photos that shows the whole length of the fish.
vii. Where fly-fishing tackle was used the tippet should accompany the application.

3. APPLICATION PROCESS
a. The angler is personally responsible for the completion of the application form and obtaining the necessary signatures and photographs.
b. Applications must reach the SAALAA Records Officer within 60 days of the catch. Late applications will not be accepted, except where the SAALAA Records Officer , after considering a written motion from the Member Association, is convinced that the application is late because of an acceptable reason.	Comment by Zelda Strauss: Applications must be with the club 30 days from date of catch, Province within 60 Days and SAALAA within 90 days.
c. All applications to be submitted with an R 100.00 fee, deposited into the SAALAA Account and proof of payment send to the Records Officer with the application.
d. Applications may be e-mailed, but the original Application must be handed to the Records Officer in the same year of Application.

4. MEASURING OF FISH

a. The Fish must be measured in length lying flat on its side, tail spread open in the natural position, from the nose to the end of the tail in the middle, if the fish has a V-tail it will be measured from the nose to the V of the tail.
b. In no circumstances may the fish’s tail be formed to measure the length of the fish.
c. The circumference of the fish must be measured over the widest part of the body.
d. The fish must be measured with a soft flexible tape measure.

5. WEIGHT OF FISH

a. All weights must include the weight rounded off to not less than 3 decimals.

6. PHOTO'S
a. At least 3 photo's are required:
i. One of the fish lying flat with a tape measure next to the fish.
ii. One of the circumference of the fish with the tape measure visible at the point of measurement
iii. One of the fish on the scale with the display showing the weight.(The fish and the weight must both be visible in the photo)
b. If a tape measure is not available any object of known size may be used.

7. RECORDSLIST
a. The records list will be updated and distributed to the Provinces yearly.
b. Certificates of record catches will be presented at the National Championship Prize giving.
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
